Short Synopsis

A young woman repressed the memory of having killed someone when she was thirteen
years old. Later that memory comes back to haunt her.

Long Synopsis

Lea, an adventurous, free spirited thirteen-year-old, lives in idyllic Upstate New York with
her academic parents. Her life changes dramatically on the day the family relocates to
Houston, Texas. Before their departure, in a tragic misstep, Lea is goaded into a fight with
fifteen-year-old Bill. Acting out of frustration, she gets ahold of the gun he has taken from
his father. She accidentally fires a shot in his direction causing Bill to fall into a deep shaft.
Not knowing if he survived, Lea is forced to leave.

Twelve years later...

Lea, who has repressed the memory of that fateful day, is an emotional wreck. She is
prescription drug dependent and on the verge of losing her apartment and her job in New
York. Not ready to confront her demons, she ignores her problems until she nearly
drowns and ends up in a hospital. Her memories of that fateful night slowly drift back and
torment her.

Lea’s father feels guilty for having uprooted her because of his marital problems. He
encourages her to revisit their old home, hoping she will reconnect to the positive
memories of her childhood. He is unaware of the crime she committed thirteen years ago.
With nowhere to turn, Lea decides to accompany him.

When she is confronted with her childhood and the people from her past, the repressed
memories come back and leave her no choice but to go back to the mine, the place where
she believes she killed Bill.

Did he die?

If he survived what will he do when she finds him? Is she ready to face the consequences of
her actions?



DIRECTOR’S STATEMENT

[ wrote the movie UNINTENDED over the course of two years. It was my intention to
create the characters of two young teenagers, Lea and Bill, who are curious about each
other, but they share a traumatic experience that forever changes their lives.

I created a moment in Lea’s adult life that forces her to face her buried feelings of guilt. I
wanted the audience to experience Lea’s pain and confusion and to understand that it takes
courage to confront past traumatic experiences. In order to heal, she has to face the depth
of those painful moments. In Lea’s case she literally has to descend to the bottom of a deep
shaft.

The locations, rural Upstate New York and New York City, mirror and enlarge the
characters. As an adult, Lea lives in New York City, in an enclosed, isolated environment,
detached from her surroundings. The role of nature in this film portrays different stages of
Lea’s state of mind. In young Lea’s life nature presents itself as her playground, which is
sacred to her. In New York City, images of nature become a foreboding, scary element in
her nightmares. Towards the end of the film I wanted to emphasize the healing power of
nature for the characters.

Water is a recurring element and threads through the whole film, such as the lake, the
stream and the swimming pool. For me, water has so many meanings, it symbolizes
unconsciousness, but it also heals. Other significant threads throughout the film are the
dolls and wooden animals that Lea cherishes as a child. Her toys are the reason for her
fight with Bill. Adult Lea finds little treasures on the streets of New York City and creates
dolls, which symbolize her own brokenness and her desire to become whole.

We started the casting process months before the shoot, because we knew it would be
challenging to match the young actors with the older ones since the story takes place in two
different time frames. We found Elizabeth Lail (adult Lea) through the auditioning process.
[ was impressed by her portrayal of Lea’s character, which she played with honesty and
fragility. These were crucial character traits for this part. Hannah Westerfield, who played
young Lea with a strong sense of sincerity, equally impressed me. We were lucky to find
such perfect matches not only in physicality but also in their emotional portrayals.

In many ways this is an ensemble piece and all of the actors gave very strong
performances, which contributed to the emotional depth of the film. For me, making a
movie is a collaborative effort and I was lucky to be surrounded by a dedicated and
creative crew and cast who helped make the movie that exceeded my vision and
expectation.



ABOUT THE DIRECTOR & PRODUCER

Anja Murmann - Director

Anja Murmann is a graduate of NYU film school. Her first short film, WISHFUL THINKING,
won the first prize at the NYU Student Film Festival in 1991 and the Otto Sprenger Prize in
Hamburg, Germany. Her first feature film, FIFTEEN MONTHS IN MAY, won “Best New
Director - Special Mention, “ at the San Sebastian International Film Festival in 1997. In
2014 she wrote and directed the award-winning short film MISTRESS. In 2015 she started
the company Shorelight Pictures with producer Sabine Schenk. She wrote and directed the
feature film UNINTENDED, featuring Elizabeth Lail (YOU), and recently produced MICKEY
AND THE BEAR directed by Annabelle Atanasio. She is the executive-producer on the
current documentary project RAZING LIBERTY SQUARE directed by Katja Esson.

Sabine Schenk - Producer

Sabine Schenk is a Producer / Line Producer based in New York. She completed her M.A. in
cinema studies from NYU in 1992. In 1998 she founded her own company, Schenk
Productions, Inc., which offers production services for local and international film
projects. Among many films, she co-produced the documentary FERRY TALES, which was
nominated for an Academy Award in 2004; in 2008, she produced the New York unit of
THE READER for which Kate Winslet won the Academy Award. She line produced the NY
unit for the feature film HANNAH ARENDT by Margarethe von Trotta, and most recently
the NY unit for THE RHYTHM SECTION, directed by Reed Morano. In 2015 she started the
company Shorelight Pictures with director/ producer Anja Murmann. She produced the
feature films UNINTENDED and MICKEY AND THE BEAR directed by Annabelle Atanasio.
Her current project is the documentary RAZING LIBERTY SQUARE directed by Katja Esson.

Director Q&A with Anja Murmann

Q. Why did you want to do a movie that deals with repressed memories and the
emotional impact they can have?

A. 1 think it’s an issue that we all can relate to in one form or another. Either someone has
experienced a trauma first-hand or knows someone that has. I also believe that the ‘what
if?” question is universally asked. A repressed trauma results in a lot of stress and confusion
and often leads to depression and/or substance abuse. Facing repressed memories takes
courage and help from others. When we meet adult Lea in the movie, her life is spiraling
downward due to her repressed trauma. [ wanted to show someone who is self-destructive
and not connected to the deep hurt within herself. I believe various things need to come
together for a person to have the courage to face their own demons or painful experiences
and to start to heal. In Lea’s case, it was a drug overdose and the opportunity to go back to
her old home with her father.



Q. Lea is hit with a double whammy in this film...her parents’ divorce and the
accident. One incident would have been enough to have an impact on someone’s
emotions...why the double whammy?

A. I wanted to make the situation believable. She is not being heard or understood by her
parents because they are going through a separation and each is very self-involved. It made
more sense to me that her parents wouldn’t listen to her and therefore she represses the
memory.

Q. The concept of facing a trauma vs. hiding it is the emotionally intelligent thing to
do. Why did you want to make a film that deals with healing?

A. I believe that only when we can identify what really pains us and face it do we have the
ability to overcome it and heal. | wanted to create a situation where adult Lea and adult Bill
needed each other in order to overcome their trauma, since they have been connected
since childhood.

Q. So far, you have written AND directed your feature films. Which do you prefer if
you had to choose?

A.1like doing both but if I had to make a choice I would choose to direct.

Searching for the right story within oneself can take a long time. I can have a great idea and
then, when I start writing, somehow the idea that presents itself is not strong or interesting
enough to dedicate the time. Writing for me is a zigzag path or a maze and a lonely journey,
but once I find the through line and the story that [ want to tell, writing becomes very, very
gratifying. I learn more about myself when I write.

[ love visual storytelling and that is why I like to direct. To tell stories through pictures is
fascinating to me. I also enjoy the collaborative element of filmmaking. I work with so many
other artists and creative people who, together, make a film that exceeds my own vision
and expectations.

Q. What is the landscape for women in film in 2019? How has it changed in the last
decade?

A. The landscape looks brighter, especially in the last few years. My experiences from the
last couple of years come mainly from film festivals that I have attended. There have been
many more films presented with women in key positions. That has definitely created a
more visible platform and more opportunities for women.

Q. Do you think the call for diversity in Hollywood has helped filmmakers like
yourself?

A. 1 don’t really know yet. I surely hope that more women get the opportunity to make films
for the Hollywood system. But Hollywood is not the only place where people can make
movies, and it’s not always for everyone.

Q. What are the challenges today for independent filmmakers...male or female?
A. TV shows, fewer art house theaters, lack of financial sources.

On the one hand we are facing issues as independent filmmakers that we have always
faced. Many independent films are made each year and a very small percentage of films



gets seen. The money spent on independent films does not get recouped. Today the
landscape of how and what we watch has changed, too. Young adults and kids rarely go to
the movies, and visual content on many streaming platforms consistently grows. I think the
challenges for independent filmmakers is to compete with that and still find an audience.

Elizabeth Lail will next be seen starring opposite Penn Badgley in Lifetime’s straight-to-
series psychological thriller drama titled YOU from Greg Berlanti and Sera Gamble.
Previously, Elizabeth completed David Fincher’s VIDEOSYNCRASY for HBO and was also
seen as “Princess Anna” in a season of ONCE UPON A TIME. Lail made her theatre debut in
Ken Urban’s off-Broadway play NIBBLER, directed by Ben Kamine. She is a BFA graduate
from The University of North Carolina School of the Arts.

Elizabeth was recently mentioned in the Hollywood Reporter as one of the “10 Rising TV

appears next as the co-lead in the indie feature UNINTENDED. Recently Nathan played a
lead role in the independent pilot DR. DEL with John Hawkes and Chloé Sevigny and in JL
RANCH with Jon Voight and Melanie Griffith. He co-starred in THE KEY opposite David
Arquette and Bai Ling (Hollywood Film Festival 2015) and played a supporting role in the
independent feature film KINGS OF SUMMER, which first premiered at Sundance in 2013.

Shortly afterwards, Hannah booked a supporting role as a mutant child in the critically
acclaimed film LOGAN with Hugh Jackman and an episode of SURVIVOR’S REMORSE on
Starz. Hannah’s most recent role is “Young Lea” in the independent film UNINTENDED.
Hannah'’s hobbies outside of acting are horseback riding, rowing, graphic design and
anything anime.

Jacob Ribicoff - Sound Designer/ Re-recording Mixer

documentaries of the past two decades. In 2018, Jacob was nominated for two Emmys for
Sound Editing, one for his work on the dystopian HBO movie Fahrenheit 451, and the other
for Ken Burn'’s critically acclaimed PBS series The Vietnam War.

As a sound designer and editor, Jacob has worked in every genre, leaving his mark on a
wide array of critically acclaimed films. In 2018 alone, he designed the sounds of two
separate dystopian worlds (for Fahrenheit 451 and The First Purge), two deeply emotional
dramas (Wildlife and Boy Erased), the psycho-sexual thriller Escape at Dannemora, and the
comedy Private Life. He has repeatedly worked with directors such as Martin Scorcese (The
Aviator, Gangs of New York), Darren Aronofsky (Noah, The Wrestler) and Wes Anderson



(Fantastic Mr. Fox, Darjeeling Limited). Some of his other notable feature projects
include Manchester By The Sea, Me Earl and the Dying Girl, School of Rock, and The Hours.

In the realms of television, Jacob has also firmly staked his claim as an ongoing music and
sound effects editor for legendary documentarian Ken Burns. Jacob has worked on twelve
of Ken Burns’ iconic series, including The Vietnam War, Jackie Robinson, The Roosevelts: An
Intimate History, The Central Park Five, Prohibition, Baseball:The Tenth Inning, The National
Parks: America’s Best Idea, The War, Unforgiveable Blackness: The Rise and Fall of Jack
Johnson and Jazz. In 2008, Jacob won an Emmy for Outstanding Sound Editing for
Nonfiction Programming for his work on The War. He has also received Emmy nominations
for his work on Prohibition, Baseball, National Parks, Unforgivable Blackness and Jazz.
